	It is our intent that children will experience a range of musical cultures and genres ranging from the classics to modern day music. They will be able to reflect and evaluate what they have listened to and develop a sense of their own musical appreciation. They will receive basic musical instruction, compose, perform and improvise their own music, in addition to the opportunity to learn an instrument. They will be able to use basic notation and use musical terminology correctly and appropriately.

The curriculum at our school is planned, organised and taught in ways which are compatible with the Equality Act 2010 and school’s Equal Opportunities Policy. As a school we will take reasonable and necessary steps to ensure that all children can access a broad and balanced curriculum. This includes ensuring that the environment is accessible as well as lesson content. In some instances, we may consult with external agencies for advice to meet the needs of some children to ensure that they are able to participate in all lessons across the curriculum. A wide variety of strategies are used to ensure that teaching meets the needs of different groups of pupils including those that are more able, those identified with special educational needs, and those from different ethnic or gender groups.
At Withymoor, we use Musical Express and Dudley performing Arts to deliver our music curriculum.
